	Through the Keyhole: Kings and Queens

Know that our current monarch is King Charles III who became king after Queen Elizabeth II (his mother) died in 2022.

Know that Queen Elizabeth II was the longest reigning monarch. She reigned for 70 years.

Know who Queen Victoria was and that she was queen for almost 64 years (1837-1901). This time was called the Victorian period. Cars and trains were invented during this time.

Know who King Henry VIII (1509-1547) was and that he was desperate for a son, so when his wife Katherine of Aragon gave birth to a baby girl,
he divorced her. In doing so, he split England from the Catholic Church and created the Church
of England.

Henry had a total of six wives; he divorced two and beheaded two.
Elizabeth I (1558-1603) was the daughter of Henry VIII.

She never married and didn’t have any children.

	Amelia Earhart:
Know that Amelia Earhart was born in America, she had a passion for flying from an early age 
First woman (and only the second person) to fly solo across The Atlantic Ocean
 Broke many flying records including being the first person to fly solo from Hawaii to California
Died in 1937 when her plane disappeared while she was attempting to fly around the world.
Rosa Parks:
Know that she was born in 1913 in Alabama in the USA
She lived in a time of segregation when black and white people were not treated equally
Arrested because she refused to give up her seat on a bus for a white man which led to a bus boycott by black people, 
1956 the segregation law changed but she continued to fight for equal rights, she died in 2005.
Greta Thunberg: Know that she was born in Stockholm, Sweden in 2003, when she was 11 she became an environmental activist because she was very sad about the problem of climate change, in 2018 she went on strike from school and sat outside the Swedish Parliament with a sign that said ‘School Strike for Climate, since then she has made TV documentaries and written books about the problem of climate change.
